Of course,
my first inchnation was to get a Harley
Fortunately, two months prior, | had gone to
the Motorcyele Show at the Cow Palace and
got a chance to ride the Harleys.

Tips on Adjusting Your Headlights

Il you want to set up a simple measuring
device to check your motoreyele's headlamp
alignment, mark a horizontal line on the wall
of your garage at the height of the middle of
your motorcycle’s headlight.  Roll the
motoreyele 25 feet back and sit on it; do not use
the center stand. The “hot spot” in your low
beam should come in some 6 inches below the
ling, indicating the light is angled downward
appropniately. The high beam “het spot” should
be nght on the hne.

If you're goimng two-up on a trip with a lot

of baggage, load the bike and then adjust the
headlight. It s not very surprising that a 120
pound passanger and 50 pounds of baggage
can alter the angle drastically. Y ou will see
more of the road. I your low beam 1 set too
high, that means your high beam is up there
spotting planes, and you are wasting much of
vour light

Canadian group Wildrose, which last year
paid £500,000 for Norton's assests, now plans
to reverse the company into an American-
listed business. Recent attempls to rev up one
of Britian’s most famous bike brands ran into
problems when Wildrose was suspended from
the Alherta Stock Exchange last year, Nelson
Skalbania, who describes himsell as a
consultant to Wildrose, 15 due to face charges
in Canada relating to a collapsed property
deal. Norton's spell on the London stock market
is being investigated by the Serious Fraud
Office.

SUBJECT: ERGONDMICS

In other words, how does the structure
of your motorcycle relate 1o the structure
of your body?

On a reliable Commando, the rider
who has made crgonomic corrections can
rip along at high speed for hours without
tiring. There is a light, casy feel to the ride
and the mirrors arc clear enough o see
Smokey trying to sncak up.

A bike which is prepared according
to your personal size and shape, is a main
factor in the formula for cross-country
louring,

So what’s the problem with a stock
Commando? First, a little background.

Where do motorcycles come from
and where do they go? With few
exceptions, motorcycles are bom on the
drawing boards of dedicated engineers
who then turn over their work to the
marketing office who view the drawings
from a completcly different angle. While
the engincer aimed toward reliability and
other worthwhile considerations,
marketing is focused on how to exiract
maximum profits. Basically marketing
aims to cheapen the bike as much as
possible and te direct it toward the largest
polential market. Since the largest
potential market is novice riders who have
no insight into motoreycles, high quality
becomes immediately unnecesssary.
Novice buyers don’t notice fine points so
don’t expect marketing to overlook an
opportunity to save on production costs,
Furthermore, marketing officers will
pressure cngineering to utilize strange

malcrials they have found at bargain prices.
Eventually the bikes lcave the factory -
where do they go?

To the showroom, of course, where
very important event occurs. They arc
sold. How? - by letting the prospective
buyer sit on the machine which has been
started by the salesman. The customer
blips the throttle a few times, and wonders
which color to choose. Why is this ¢nough
to sell a bike? Because he felt natural
while siting on the bike. The customer
has had lots of experience sitting,...starting
with his high chair to the dinner table
chair, to the lamily car, to the theater, to
the barber, to the school and even to the
toilet. So when it comes to evaluating a
motorcycle seat, he is ready.

Remember, marketing addresscs the
idiot as he is and docs not attempt 1o
educate him.

Soif you own a perdfectly stock Norton
and haven™t put it in a museum, don’t brag
about it.
